Mandatory Insurance

 All exchange students have to join Japanese National Health Insurance(NHI) after you arrive in Japan. With NHI, students only

have to pay 30% of any medical costs occured at most clinics and hospitals all over Japan. However, the insurance does not

fully cover fees for the treatment of injuries that arise from accidents and damages which you may cause to someone else's

property or another person. Unexpected situations such as accidents or illnesses may result in an overwhelming financial

burden. The students must be with NHI for all months of their stay in Japan. The premium is charged monthly.

 If you intend to commute by bicycle you are required to have an accident insurance valid for the entire exchange period.

 All exchange students are required to purchase an overseas travel insurance for an entire duration of your study at OUEL

before arriving in Japan.
